Following our previous successes, AES continues to harness the Professional Services Development Assistance Scheme offered by the HKSAR Government to develop
a series of programmes with a view to assisting Hong Kong young engineering professionals to tap into the Pearl River Delta Region (PRD).

Firstin the series was an 89-member delegation to Guangzhou and Nansha from 25 to 27 February 2005. Both Environment Division and Young Members Committee
of the Hong Kong Institution of Engineers (HKIE) were co-organisers. Through the visit, delegates were able to have a better understanding of the urban development
of Guangdong Province as well as the opportunities and challenges in the environmental aspect arising from the closer economic cooperation of the Pan-PRD. A seminar
in the same series on "SWOT Analysis on Hong Kong Contractors Entering Mainland Market under CEPA" was held in Hong Kong Club on 19 March 2005. Prof Yao
Xian-cheng accepted our invitation to address the seminar. His presentation covered the advantages and drawbacks as well as opportunities and threats posed to
Hong Kong contractors entering Mainland market under CEPA.

There was a separate AES programme on “Enhancing Local Engineers' Competence and their Competitiveness in Logistics and Engineering Industries in the Mainland"
which was sponsored by the HKSAR Government's Professional Services Development Assistance Scheme too. Together with the Cyber Port Institute of Hong Kong -
the University of Hong Kong, the Chartered Institute of Logistics and Transport in Hong Kong, Hong Kong Logistics Association and Civil Division of the Hong Kong
Institution of Engineers, AES organised an "Experience Sharing Platform on Logistics, Engineering and IT" at the HKU SPACE Admiralty Learning Centre on 16 April
2005.

AES has also organised a couple of visits to PRD region in the last half year so as to give interested members first-hand information on the development of the region.
A 35-member delegation visited Dongguan from 29 to 30 January 2005. During the stay, the delegation visited a couple of enterprises, municipal facilities and Chang
An City Industrial Park. From 12 to 13 March 2005, a 30-member AES delegation visited Shunde. The visit allowed the participants to have a better understanding of
infrastructure facilities, city planning, engineering projects, environmental facilities, personnel training and business prospects of the city.

On 4 February 2005, AES hosted a discussion forum on the “Opportunities for Hong Kong Engineering Professionals in the Construction Industries of Pearl River Delta
Region” was held at Ballroom of Hotel Marriott. The forum panelists included Ir Lo Yiu-ching - Permanent Secretary for the Environment, Transport and Works (Works),
Mr Arthur K W Ho - Head, Hong Kong Guangdong Cooperation Coordination Unit of HKSAR Government, Ir Billy W H Wong - President, the Hong Kong Construction
Association, Dr S Thomas Hg - Associate Professor, University of Hong Kong. Over 130 guests and members attended the forum.

As a new initiative, AES has arranged with Tsinghua University to provide an 8-day Study Programme on China for interested members. The programme, held between
20-27 March 2005, gave the 36 participating AES members a better understanding of China. Subjects covered in the Programme included Mainland government and
political structures, its diplomatic policies, environmental problems and policies, WTO and Ghina, Pan PRD development, development of Northwestern and Western
Regions, revitalization of old industrial regions in Northeastern Region, reform and development of financial system in China, current status of Mainland's logistics
industry and its development, city planning and the sustainability development, the current status of national defence and its development, the development and prospects
of high technology etc. The participants visited the Hong Kong and Macao Affairs Office of the State Council and were received by its Deputy Director, Mr Zhou Bo.
Visit to the news conference room of the Foreign Ministry was also included in the programme. Participants sat in a news briefing session giving to local and foreign
journalists. After the briefing, Mr Liu Jian-chao, Director General of the Information Department of the Ministry met with the participants.
